This list will be updated as properties are added as a result of Tax Sales and properties are removed as a result of successful purchases by the bidding process.

No offer or solicitation to purchase is implied by the availability of the Trust Properties List.

1. ALL PERSONS interested in purchasing trust property should perform a diligent search of the records of the (a.) Central Appraisal District, (b.) County Deed Records, (c.) and the District Clerks Records.

2. Additionally, ALL PERSONS interested should physically inspect the property prior to submitting an offer to purchase the property from the Taxing Entities who must approve the sale.

3. Your bid must include all costs of the court and sale associated with the Tax Suit.

4. All bids must be approved by each individual taxing entity if the bid is less that all taxes years and costs due in the judgment.
The Tax Assessor/Collector’s Office can provide Resale Information Bid Forms in order for Interested Persons to submit a private bid.  Finally, the Liberty County Tax Office or Fielder, Randolph & Gunter, PLLC cannot give or offer any legal advice in these maters.
